Home Page Navigation
When first signing into the Learning Hub, users are taken to the Home Page. This includes the following sections:

Accessing Current Courses
The fastest way to access your current course enrolments is via the “My Learning” tab at the top of the page. This link takes you to the Courses section, where you can navigate a table of your current enrolments. 
You can also toggle to view completed courses.
To open a course, select the Course Name in the first column of the table. For screen reader users, press T to navigate to the table, then use Control+Alt+Arrow keys to move through cells.

Searching and Enrolling in Courses
To search for courses, use the Catalogue link in the top right of the page (or from the ‘more’ option on mobile, then choosing Catalogue from the pop-up).
This opens the Catalogue of courses you currently have access to, as well as a search bar where you can search for content by keyword.
To enrol in a course, select it from the Catalogue page, then select the Enrol button, located below the course description. This will take a moment, then update to say ‘enrolled’. From here, you can scroll down to access the course content. You will also be able to access the course again from your ‘My Learning’ tab.
